Mathematics





We will be developing Mathematical Understanding


Firstly, consolidating understanding of sorting and investigating pattern. Encourage your child to help you to sort out the washing eg colours/whites, socks/shirts etc 


Look for patterns at home eg stripy scarf, pattern on leaves, pattern of bricks etc. 


Try to encourage mathematical language in situations at home as it arises naturally and encourage counting skills from different starting numbers.
